A fee is charged for the disposal of large items (e.g. pieces of furniture) and televisions,
washers, refrigerators, air conditioners, bicycle etc, and you are fully responsible for paying
this fee. If you need to dispose of large items, notify HIH Office at least one month before
leaving the room. Such items should not be left behind in your room or garbage area, even if
they still function well. After vacating your room, items left behind in the rooms and the box of
the shelf in the common kitchen are regarded as disposed items and are going to be discarded.
The costs of removal of these items and cleaning costs in the case that your room is not

properly cleaned, are going to be charged to you or your university or institution.

pots, toasters, and electric rice cookers in your room).
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Smoking is strictly prohibited in your room and balcony.
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Be prepared for an emergency and make sure where the fire alarms, fire extinguishers, and

emergency exits.
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If you find a fire, push the fire alarm button, and cooperate with HIH Office personnel and
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security guards to extinguish the fire and evacuate from the building.
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The balcony is an evacuation route. Do not place objects on the balcony as they will become

obstacles in emergency escape.
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Hanging or attaching something to the balcony railing is prohibited due to the risk of falling.
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Do not leave the kitchen while you are cooking. Be careful not to heat the empty pots or

overheat them. Be sure to turn on the ventilation fan.
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HIH Office personnel need to enter the rooms when checking the fire alarms and furnishings.

Residents will be given notice in advance regarding these inspections, and are expected to
comply with them.
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All residents must participate in the HIH fire drills (Twice a year).
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Each room is equipped with an emergency bag, so you can use it in emergency escape.
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Make sure that your room is always locked. HIH Office takes no responsibility for thefts or
any other such trouble that occurs when your room was unlocked.
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If you find suspicious persons or objects in HIH, contact a security guard or HIH Office staff
member.
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Duplication of room keys is strictly prohibited. If you lose your room key, notify HIH Office
immediately. You need to pay actual expense (The cost of the key, the consumption tax and
convenience store service charge are included.) for a new key. This fee is not refundable even

when you find your key.
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For security reasons, it is strictly prohibited to place stones, pieces of wood, or other objects

in the automatically locking doorways.
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. 3£ FRIZ DU T Basic rules for common facilities
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HIH residents can use the common facilities as follows:

Lounges (on each floor), dining room and kitchen (on each floor), laundry rooms (on each
floor), study room, music room, atelier, training room, multipurpose hall, seminar room, and

storage room.

but be quiet when using them after 22:00.
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You may store your cooking utensils in the Common Kitchen on the shelf marked with your
room number. However, HIH Office takes no responsibility on the loss of your items, so you

need to put your name on them.
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Do not leave any food (including seasonings), drinks or unwashed dishes behind, as they

might attract insects. HIH Office will dispose of all food or drinks left behind.
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Do not wash your hair, face or clothes in the Common Kitchens.
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Do not throw leftovers, cooking garbage, waste oil down the drain in the Common Kitchens.

Observe the HIH rules to use the Common Kitchens.
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After using the Dining Rooms and the Common Kitchens, clean them thoroughly so that other

residents can use them comfortably (clean the insides of the microwave oven and the toaster
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oven as well).
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You shoud turn off the cooking heater after use.
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You need to separate your garbage and take them out in the designated containers. Garbage

from your room must not be disposed in the containers of the Dining Rooms and the Common
Kitchens.
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Rice cookers are to be used in the residents’ rooms. The electrical outlets in the Dining Rooms

and the Common Kitchens are only for vacuum cleaners and other such cleaning equipment.
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If you are going to have a group meal in a Dining Room, you need to notify HIH Office and
obtain approval from the residents in rooms nearby in advance. Dining and cleanup need to be
completed by 22:00 in order to avoid disturbing other residents.
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The washers and dryers are coin-operated. There are no particular time restrictions for using

them, but be quiet when using them late at night.
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Remove your laundry immediately when you finish using a washer and dryer for other
residents.
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Dryers do not work efficiently when lint accumulates inside, so remove any lint you have
found.
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Only residents are allowed to use the study room. It is open from 7:00 to 24:00.
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When you use your device, use it as quiet as possible.
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Do not leave behind any items (documents, device, etc.) that you bring into in the Study
Room.

Mﬁ%‘% . %ﬁ%é Music Room and Atelier
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When you use the Music Room or the Atelier, you need to fill in your name in the designated
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notebook at HIH Office in advance and receive the key. They are open from 9:00 to 22:00.
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Do not forget to return the key after using the room.
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The Training Room is open from 7:00 to 24:00.
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Bring a towel with you and use it to wipe your perspiration off the machines after using them.
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Wipe and remove the dirt off your shoes thoroughly before entering the training room.
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Before using machines in the training room, read the instructions carefully and be careful not

to get hurt.
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Return the table tennis table to its original location after using it.
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When you want to use the Multi-purpose Hall or the Lecture Room, you need to consult with

HIH Office staff in advance.
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A fee may be charged depending on the purpose for using the room.
