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The independent administrative institution JASSO (Japan Student Services Organization) was created as a result
of the unification of the International Students Institute (ISI), the Kansai International Students Institute, the Japan
Scholarship Foundation, the Center for Domestic and Foreign Students and the Association of International
Education, Japan in April. 2004.

As the only governmental institution of this sort in Japan, JASSO provides the both Japanese and foreign
students overall assistance. including scholarship and provisional education in Japanese.

The Tokyo Japanese Language Education Center is conducting the teaching of Japanese Language and core

subjects for foreign students.
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The Tokyo Japanese Language Education Center of JASSO serves the purpose of teaching Japanese language
and core subjects necessary for foreign students to enter an institution of higher education, such as undergraduate

or post graduate courses of universities and colleges of technology in Japan.
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This Center used to be called as the Japanese Language School of the International Students Institute (ISI) until
March. 2004. Since it was founded in 1935, it has been providing Japanese language education for foreign
students. Presently. it is providing preparatory education for students with the Japanese Government Scholarship
for colleges of technology. students sponsored by foreign governments and privately financed students.

Since its establishment. more than 20.000 students from 126 countries and regions have been admitted.
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The main school building has 24 classrooms which can accommodate 380 students, a language laboratory, P.C.
room, science laboratory, library, consultation room. dispensary, lunch space, lounge and auditorium. There is also

a dormitory which can accommodate 149 students in the premises.
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"Collge Student” visas are granted to our students.
