Students are evaluated on the school-wide examinations.

In principle, Graduation Certificates are awarded to the students who maintain at least 85% attendance of class
hours (for College of Technology preparatory course, at least 90%), participate in every school-wide examination,
with the average scores of Japanese language and core subjects respectively above fixed standards. In addition,
students with more than 70% of total attendance and with the score much higher than fixed standards are also

awarded Graduation Certificates.
